Patient Safety 13.1.2014:
NPC: One-stop dispensing and re-use of patients own drugs effectively work together in a safe, effective and efficient way to support the patient and reduce waste. One-stop dispensing refers to the practice of combining inpatient and discharge dispensing into a single 28-day supply, which means they can be taken home with the patient to avoid waste once they have been discharged. Similarly inpatients can bring to the hospital the medicines they have already been using at home – although can only be used once they have passed an assessment done by the hospital pharmacy staff.

BMA:
Health campaign groups have been formed by the NHS government to reduce the amount of sugar added to food and soft drinks in an effort to tackle obesity and diabetes in the UK. The new group aims to help people avoid "hidden sugars" and get manufacturers to reduce the ingredient over time. There aim is to reduce 25%-35% over the next 2 years and this according to figures this is achievable. 
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
